Museum of Indian Arts & Culture, admission $7.00

Museum of International Folk Art, admission $7.00

(or $15.00 pass for four days unlimited visits to four museums, including the two museums above plus the downtown Palace of the Governors and Museum of Fine Arts)

Museum of Spanish Colonial Art, admission $6.00

Wheelwright Museum of the American Indian, admission free

Museum Hill Café, lunch entrees from $7.00 - $8.50

The Museum of Indian Arts & Culture/Laboratory of Anthropology displays the art, artifacts and archeology of the Southwest from ancestral to contemporary times.


The Museum of International Folk Art houses a collection of the world’s folk arts, including toys, textiles, household goods and religious art.


The Museum of Spanish Colonial Art exhibits the Spanish Colonial arts tradition throughout the world, including New Mexico, once the northernmost point of the Spanish empire.


The Wheelwright Museum of the American Indian presents contemporary and historic art and artifacts, including the world’s largest sand painting collection.


The Museum Hill Café offers mountain views and a varied menu.
